How? - Submit your paper/poster to AFS by the deadline (4/20/2022) 
- Oral presenters must submit an extended abstract by 5/6/2022
- Poster presenters need only email a standard abstract by 5/6/2022
- Oral and poster presenters must have their major advisor email to 

indicate the study is at a stage appropriate for this award (at, 
nearing, or recently [<1 year] completed)

- Finalists are selected from a panel of judges
- Finalists submit pre-recorded presentations for final judging; 15 

minutes for paper and 5 min for poster

The BSP award is in conjunction with the AFS annual meeting in 
Spokane, WA. Students who submit a regular abstract to participate 
in any meeting symposium can also apply for consideration as the 
Best Student Paper or Poster award.
